Market Survey: Sweden

Moving on up

The economic conditions may not be ideal, but Swedish installers and distributors are generally

upbeat about the market they serve. David Davies finds out more
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The basics

Participants were first asked to
rate the general level of
confidence at present in the
Swedish professional
installation sector on a scale of
1-5 (1 = very low, 5 = very high).
In an carly indication of
enduring confidence in the
Swedish market, the average
ratng was 3.7. An
overwhelming majority of
respondents (82%) indicared
that the current level of
confidence is comparable to
that felt 12 months ago - a
time, of course, when the
extent of the global economic
crisis and its implications on a
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regional level had yet to
become clear (Graph 1).
Interviewees were then invited
to consider the position of their
businesses in the installation
secror. Specifically, IE wanted o
know whether they expect their
install-relared business ro
increase or decrease this year,
and by whar percentage. Only
55% of respondents felt able to
report a specific figure, and
among those who did the
average was for a modest
inerease of 1.4%. As Graph 2
shows, a slim majonity of
participants expect their levels
of installation business to stay
the same or increase, although
the high percentage of
participants (46%) predicting a
decrease provides some cause
for concern. >
